Animal Crusaders held its 2nd “Vets for Street Pets” Clinic at Our Place at
713 Johnson Street. GVAC is offering this clinic once a month to continue
to implement a much needed free Street Veterinary Clinic which includes
vaccination, flea treatments, de-wormers, nail trimming, antibiotics if
required and a free spay/neuter program for Victoria's street dogs and

cats.

Thankfully for Maya this clinic was happening that
day! Michelle Maya’s mom brought Maya down to
the free clinic to have her nails clipped that day.
Maya was very frightened so thankfully she was
pushed to the front of the line and was allowed to go
first that day.

Dr. Kam Brar of LifeLine Animal Hospital examined
Maya and quickly determined that she had a severe
case of Bloat/Torsion. Dr. Brar had to leave the
clinic immediately, shut down his clinic on
Shelbourne for the day and proceed to operate on
Maya for 6 hours to fix the torsion and remove
massive amounts of rice and penne noodles from
her stomach.

This surgery was very critical and touch and go for
Maya for a few days after that. Maya went into

foster care with one of Dr. Brar’s big hearted staff for a few days until she
was able to go back home.
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Today Maya is back home and happy and healthy and feeling much better !
Maya will have to be on a special diet of Medi Cal Gastro for the rest of her
life.
